During this year the scientific community in general, and the SGMS in particular, lost Prof. W.
Richter who died in May. He was a founder member of the SGMS, we have lost a great advisor
and a very knowledgeable person who helped the present and all past Committees to keep the
SGMS running.
Prof. R. Tabacchi will replace him at the European Mass Spectrometry Society and as our
representative.

The SGMS Internet site is now on the Net and everybody is welcome to use it for sharing their
experience with the other members of our community. We could also use this site to inform our
community when a position is available in our Companies, Institutes or Universities. | would
appreciate your comments of this subject.

Minutes of the 1998 General Assembly of the Swiss Group for Mass Spectrometry
Hostellerie Rigi, Rigi-Kaltbad: November Sth, 1998

The assembly starts "as usual” on time, at 18h15. Present are 49 regular members, including all 7 members from
the SGMS committee. This year the Rigi meeting counted over 90 registered participants, which is an incredible
high number compared to the average over the past few years. The only negative aspect was, that due to this
large number of particpants the hotel situation (without the hotel Bellevue) proved to be more difficult than
anticipated. The committee explained the situation and pointed out, that the understanding of all members was
very much appreciated.

The president, L. Fay opens the meeting, following the approved agenda, sent out previously thhm both
Newsletters Vol.16 No.1 and Vol. 16 No. 2.

1.) Nomination of the scutineers:
H.H. Veith and A. Stampfli are nominated as scrutineers,

2.) Approval of the minutes of the 1997 General Assembly:
The assembly approves the 1997 minutes without any further questions.

3.) President's report and its approval :
The president reads his 1998 report (for details see page 11). He points out, how much we regret that we have
lost last year our honorary member W Richter, who had been a great advisor and support for the SGMS.

4.) Treasurer's report:
Our treasurer HP. Moser informs the assembly about the normal expenses on our two accounts. The bank
account was pretty balanced and did not show unusual movements (travel expenses for guest speakers,
Newsletter.. etc). The postal account on the other side is right now quite a bit higher balanced than last year.
The explanation is not an unforeseen profit, but an "open bill" from the Bellevue. The amount for this bill
remains for the moment blocked.
The financial situation is over all well under control. Therefore HP. Moser does not see any necessity to
talk about a change of the regular membership fee (see also point 6).

5.) Auditor's report and approval of the treasurer's report and the auditor's report:
P. Hirter reads the auditor's report and confirms the correct bookkeeping of the SGMS . The treasurer's
report and the auditor's report are both accepted unanimously by the General Assembly without further
comments and formal approval is given to the committee and both auditors.
P. Hirter and E. Gassmann are acknowleged for their auditor's work they have done for the SGMS.

6.) Decision of 1999 membership fee:
The assembly decides with no opposition that the annual fee for the regular membership remains at
25.-- SFr./member and 100.-- SFr./collective member.
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7.) Admission of new members:
14 new individual members are admitted to the SGMS (this year we loose for retirement reasons
5 members and 8 members are excluded, because they failed to pay their membership fees in spite of
several warnings):

K. Rentsch, S. Riediker, P. Siegenthaler, C. Siethoff, S. Scherrer and F. Vilbois.

8.) Election of the President and the Committee for 1999/2000:
The election takes place quickly. Nobody had suggested to change anything and all members of the
committee, including the president have offered to serve for another period of two years.
The General Assembly accepts this offer without any opposition (see p. 15 for all committee members and
their official functions) and therefore everybody is relected for the period of 1999/2000.

9.) NSCS (New Swiss Chemical Society), present situation:
HJ. Walther has attended the meeting of NSCS representatives. He reports that the SGCI has been
reorganised and that funding of young scientists are no longer supported. He gets the approval of the General
Assembly to write a protest note to the NSCS.

10.) ESMS (European Society of Mass Spectrometry): R. Tabacchi is elected as new representative for the
ESMS. He will take over this responsability and will inform the SGMS next year about the present situation.

11.) Changes of Statutes:
in Newsletter V16, Nr. 1 (and Nr. 2) all members found proposals for three changes of statutes. Nobody
had any objections against these changes. All three changes were accepted unanimously and are therefore
now valid (actual valid statutes are always on our SGMS WEB-page www.sgms.ch)

12.) Individual Proposals:
No further proposals are made.

13.) Miscellaneous:
- Internet: Members are asked to particpate in an active way and to comment (or even complain, if needed).
- Abstracts will from now on be required in a clearly specified form (see later registration information).
- L. Fay will send out confirmation of received registration and payments for future Rigi-meetings.
- Hotel situation: Statements about next year's situtation and the result of the survey of the opinions of the
98-Rigi Meeting participants will be published in Vol 17. Nr. 1 (spring next year).

As there are no further comments or questions, the General Assembly closes at 18:50 h.
